SUMMARY

Mr. Ball is proposing to split off two parcels of land (C and D) and sell them to the owners of Lot 1 and 2, see included
survey. The purpose for the land division would create a straight line for the east property line of the Ball property and give
Lot 1 and 2 a larger piece of property which they are already maintaining.

The first item that needs to be considered by Council is the transfer of parcels C and D need back to Hamlin Township. If
the parcels are left in the City it will cause several issues;

The new owners could not combine the parcels to make one.

They will have two tax bills, one from the City and one from the Township.

They will not be able to construct anything on C and D.

Parcels C and D will be landlocked.

If lots 1 and 2 are ever repossessed then parcels C and D could still be owned by the previous owner.

City Manager Ridge and | have met with Phil Bombrys and Denise Perkins and they agree with the transfer back. The
transfer will need to be approved by their Board also.

The City has budgeted $6,250 for the 2023 Curb-Side Residential Grant Program for this Fiscal Year. In past
programs we have offered grants of up to $2,500 for projects that improve upon structural deficiencies, safety
repairs, weatherization, and deterioration prevention of homes throughout the City. Funds may be used to cover
material, supplies and project labor costs affiliated with the project.

The City of Eaton Rapids is offering a limited number of home improvement grants to homeowners as a way to

enhance the overall quality of life of their neighborhood through citizen and government partnership. This

program encourages the exterior rehabilitation, renovation and overall improvement of existing homes within

Grants of up to $2,500.00 are available for such projects that improve upon structural deficiencies, safety

repairs, weatherization and deterioration prevention of homes throughout the City. Funds may be used to cover

materials, supplies and project labor costs affiliated with the project. Labor costs will only be paid to Iicenied

contractors that are not the homeowner and were hired to perform the work of the project. Program Fund
expended within the given fiscal year may be carried over and available in future years. ‘

Guidelines for Curb-Side Grants
Projects Must:

* The improvement(s) must be visible from the curb/street line of the property.

e Improve the exterior of a residential property within the City Limits.

* Have lasting benefit to the residence and neighborhood at large.

e Commitment to maintaining the property in a standard and clean condition.

* Additional consideration will be given to applicants that seek Eaton Rapids area retail and
contractor involvement.

Eligible Projects Include

* Repair / replacement of dilapidated structures

* Projects that address property maintenance code violations related to building issues.

¢ Exterior retrofits (exterior painting, siding, windows, doors, awnings, porches, roofs, carportsl,

etc)

e Other similar exterior work



Grants will not be awarded to/for:

* Religious organizations, government organizations, political or partisan groups, for-profit
businesses, rental homes and exclusive clubs and organizations.

* Lawn maintenance, pruning bushes, trimming trees, etc..

* Temporary projects, or projects that can be easily transferred if the homeowner moves

* Payment of utilities, rent, mortgage or other household expenses

e Junk removal

* Projects that have been started and/or completed prior to response letter issued.

Projects will be evaluated based on the following criteria:

* Projects that address structural deficiencies, repairs, and/or safety concerns will be given
priority

* Projects that address the weatherization and/or prevention of further deterioration of the
structure

* Projects will also be evaluated based on the value they add to the property

Partial Grants may be awarded based on the above requirements

How does the Grant Work?

Fill out attached application completely and fully. Incomplete grants will NOT be considered.

Grants received after close of business on the due date will not be considered.
Submit application prior to the deadline listed in “Dates of Interest” section.

If approval notification is received, applicant is responsible to complete work described in the application by

deadlines in the “Dates of Interest” section. NO WORK MAY BEGIN PRIOR TO RECEIPT OF APPROVAL.

The City of Eaton Rapids will process the grant fund allocations after work is completed and all
invoices/receipts and fully paid waivers of lien are submitted by the deadlines in the “Dates of Interest” section.
